Question 2.--The author aims to maintain the readers’ interest by using this figure of speech, and perhaps to end up a lighter note by using a pun. 
Question 3.-- “Y ou can’t connect the dots looking forward; you can only connect them looking backwards. So you have to trust that the dots will somehow connect in your future.”
