写作技巧
如何写书评
书评，即介绍并评论书籍的文章，以 “书” 为对象，实事求是地分析书的形式和内容，探求创作的思想性、知识性和艺术性，从而在作者和读者之间构建信息交流的渠道。书评是应用写作的一种重要文体，在介绍某书主要内容的同时，还对其特点、风格、主要成就及不足之处等给予简明扼要的评论，具有一定的导读作用。
写书评一般可分以下几个步骤：
1.介绍所要评论的书(书名、作者和作品类型），让读者对该书有一个大致的了解。
2.简述书中的情节（通常用一般现在时）。如果是小说，对情节做简要勾勒，如果不是小说，写明作品的创作目的及主题。
3.讨论书的主题和意义（可以总括全书，做鸟瞰式的评述，也可以聚焦于作品的细节做画龙点睛式的点评），这部分是书评中最重要、最关键的部分。
