4.smaller　考查比较级。根据后面的“than it is today”可知,此处用形容词比较级。
5.was painted　考查动词时态和语态。根据下文中出现的“was”和“loved”可知,此处用一般过去时;主语home与paint之间是被动关系,所以用被动语态。
6.herself　考查代词。根据句意可知,Mary非常美丽,她的房子就像她自己的写照,也非常美好。
7.neither　考查连词。此处用neither...nor...连接并列的主语,表示“既不……也不……”。
8.to plant　考查非谓语动词。根据句意可知,此处用动词不定式作目的状语。
9.The　考查冠词。在英语中,“定冠词the+姓氏的复数形式”表示夫妇二人或一家人。
10.sold　考查动词时态。根据上文的“rented”以及“and”可知,此处用sell的一般过去时。
