In the reading part, as an introduction to the text, Leo’s travel notes firstly presented to students covers his different experiences of travelling in China. The theme text focuses on the concept of sharing economy, current situation, advantages and potential risks. The students are expected to understand the text and deeply think about new economic trends from different angles so that students’ critical thinking ability could be enhanced. 
In the writing section, after reading the posts from an online forum, the students are expected to master how to write an essay about non-cash payments with the writing help.

[bookmark: OLE_LINK3]1. This wealth of ways of sharing is a response to our increasing demand for quality goods and services at competitive prices, all delivered at the click of a button.  
[句式分析] “all delivered at the click of a button” 是独立主格结构，在句子中作状语；其中动词deliver 与其逻辑主语构成被动语态关系，故使用过去分词。(注：独立主格结构由两部分组成，前一部分是名词或者代词，后一部分是非谓语动词(动名词、不定式、现在分词、过去分词)或形容词、副词、名词或介词短语。前后两部分具有逻辑主谓关系。在英语中，谓语只能是动词，不是谓语的动词全部改成非谓语动词。独立主格结构在句中作状语，多用于书面语。 独立主格结构本身不是句子，在句子中作状语，表时间、原因、条件、伴随、目的及状态等。)
[尝试翻译] 这种丰富的分享方式对我们日益增长的需要的一种回应，即以有竞争力的价格提供优质商品和服务。 

[bookmark: OLE_LINK4]2. What’s more, sharing encourages us to reuse items, thereby cutting down on waste. 
[句式分析] “thereby cutting down on waste. ”为现在分词短语作结果状语，其中thereby 是副词，意为“因此”，所给动词短语cut down与前面句子整体意义构成主动关系，故使用现在分词结构。 
[尝试翻译] 更重要的是，分享鼓励我们重复使用物品，从而减少浪费。

[bookmark: OLE_LINK5]3. Nonetheless, what is in no doubt is that the sharing economy is increasingly relevant to our daily lives as well as to the global economy. 
[句式分析] 整个句子构成主系表结构。其中“ what is in no doubt ”是what引导的主语从句，引导词what充当主语从句的主语； “that the sharing economy is....” 是that引导的表语从句。
[尝试翻译] 然而，毫无疑问的是，共享经济日益与我们的日常生活以及全球经济息息相关。
