[image: ]( Teaching material analysis)
In the reading part, the students will read an expository essay telling that human’s exploration of the oceans leads to discoveries in scientific fields and that China has achieved great success in taking deep-sea exploration. The students are expected to understand the importance of international cooperation in deep sea exploration. 
In the writing section, a passage about a long line of mysteries, known as the 30th parallel north, is presented to the students, which as a writing version, aims to help students master how to write a short article about an unexplained phenomenon. . 
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]Through reading and writing, the students will have a better understanding of the spirit of seeking truth and brave exploration. Besides, the student are expected to strengthen the awareness of a community with a shared future for mankind.
