Claude Sammut，a professor of computer science and engineering at the University of New South Wales in Australia，said it would soon be possible for robots to defeat the stars of the future.
For many years，Mr Sammut has been a member of a project called RoboCup，where robots have been programmed to learn how to play football and compete against others in a football match.

As he explains，robots are having difficulty in learning how to control the ball and move the ball on their own，but he is still full of confidence that one day in the future they will show the same skills as Wayae Rooney，who is one of the best football players in the world.

Mr Sammut also said，“In 1968，John McCarthy and Donald Michie made a bet with David Levy，who was then the chess champion in Scotland，that within 10 years a computer programme would be able to beat him.It took a little bit longer than 10 years(nearly 30 years)but eventually such programmes came into being.”
“In the same spirit of a grand challenge，RoboCup aims to develop a team of robots that can defeat the world soccer champion team by the year 2050.To achieve this，or come even closer to the ambition，robots will have to be able to sense and act in completely unstructured environments.This will require major advances in perception(感知)，decision­making，learning，and cooperative behaviours.Considering robots are integrated hardware and software systems，great advances will also be needed in sensors(传感器)，energy storage，and materials.”

A little girl lines up plastic letters in front of a little robot.The robot struggles to reproduce them on a tablet.The girl kindly steps in to help，writing out the word to show the robot how to do it.She puts in effort to teach the robot，without realising that she is actually the one who is improving her writing skills.Yesterday，EPFL researchers introduced their new teaching tool at the Conference on Human­Robot Interaction(HRI)held in Portland，the USA.

The program is based on a principle called“Learning by Teaching”．When children experience difficulties in writing，they can easily lose confidence，or even gradually lose interest in the learning process.Eventually，their entire education can be affected.When students put themselves in the place of a teacher and pass on what they know to their peers，they can regain their self­confidence and interest in their studies.
Scientists developed progressive writing algorithms(算法)and used them in an existing robot model which was designed to interact with humans.With these algorithms，the machine can slowly draw words on demand，and then gradually improve.To do this，it uses many handwriting examples，which allow it to reproduce common errors made by young children while learning.It is also possible to program the robot so that it can pay attention to the particular difficulties of a student.

The system has already been used in primary school lessons with about seventy students ranging from six to eight years old，and then individually with a six­year­old child for one hour per week over the course of one month.So far the system has been very well received.
