3．B　[本段第一句“Family and friends are a lot like the ego.”就提到了朋友和家人，而且本段主要讲述了家人和朋友对个人梦想实现的影响，因此B项(家人和朋友)概括准确，故选B。]
4．F　[上文说“If one gets past the first two barriers，one has to face the world.”(如果一个人已经通过了前两个障碍，将面对的就是外面的世界)与F(那是最后一个也是最糟糕的障碍)语义衔接，故选F。]
5．C　[上文说“every great dreamer...knows failure well”(每一个伟大的梦想家都很清楚失败)与C项(他们只是失败直到成功)语义衔接，故选C。]
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
