That's when he saw a woman crying desperately on their porch.
“The baby’s in there!” the woman cried. Though the fire department had been called, Surrell, then 64, instinctively ran inside.“The baby” was 8-year-old Tiara Roberts, the woman's granddaughter.

The thick smoke caused him to stumble blindly around, burned his eyes, and made it impossible to breathe. The conditions would have been dangerous to anyone, but for Surrell, who has chronic obstructive pulmonary disease （慢性阻塞性肺病）,they were life-threatening.
After a few minutes in the smoke-filled house, he retreated outside to catch his breath. Surrell knew he couldn't hold his breath for long. Taking a deep breath, he went in a second time. The darkness was overwhelming. Yet because the house had a similar layout （布局）to h is, he found the stairs and made it to the second floor. He turned to the right and was met by intense heat. He was already out of breath.
